On the first day of Christmas
my true love gave to me, a par-
tridge in a pear tree...

SCRATCH THAT ..... On the
first day of Christmas, we
picked up a book and started
reading. And throughout Spar-
tanburg School District Three,
elementary school students
picked up their books on Satur-
day, December |7%, their first
day of Christmas break, to be-
gin the Twelve Days of Reading
challenge.

The Twelve Days of Reading
challenge was designed to get

district elementary students
involved in a friendly competi-
tion and keep students reading
over the Christmas holidays.

The challenge: to see which
school could read the most
minutes over the holidays. To
participate, students had to
read at least 12 of the 17 days
of Christmas break. Students
in K- 2nd were to read 15 or
more minutes a day and stu-
dents in 3rd —5th grade were
to read 20 minutes or more.
Regardless of the outcome of
The Twelve Days of Reading

challenge, our students read
more.

Comprehension Strategy — Making Connections

Children make personal con-
nections with the text by using
their background knowledge.
Students who make connec-
tions while reading are better
able to understand the text
they are reading.

There are three main types of
connections we make while
reading text.

e Text-to-Self - connections
made between the text and

the reader’s personal experi-
ence. Examples: Tornado by
Byars, Koala Lou by Fox and
The Keeping Quilt by Patricia
Polacco and Owen by Kevin
Henkes.

¢ Text-to-Text - connections
made between the text being
read to a text that was previ-
ously read. Examples: Best
Friends by Hopkins, Piggie Pie
by Palatini and Thank You,
Mr. Falker by Polacco.

e Text-to-World - connec-
tions made between the text
being read and something that
occurs in the world.

It is important to activate chil-
dren’s background knowledge
before, during and after read-
ing. Examples: Lorax by Dr.
Seuss, The Wall by Eve Bunting
and The Other Side by Jackie
Woodson.

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Six Ways to Develop Fluency by Tim Rasinski

**Model Fluent Reading: Students need many opportunities to hear texts read aloud. This can
include daily read-alouds, books on audiocassettes, and books read by peers during book-sharing.
While you read aloud to students, highlight particular aspects of fluency, such as how you read dia-
logue the way you think the character would say it or how you raise your voice at the end of a
question sentence.

*Provide Direct Instruction and Feedback: Direct instruction in fluency includes, but isn't lim-
ited top, independent reading practice, fluent reading modeling, and monitoring students’ reading
rates.

*Provide Reader Support: Readers need to practice reading both orally and silently. Feedback
during oral reading can aid in building fluency and attending to key aspects of fluency-speed, accu-
racy, and intonation. The most popular reader support techniques are echo reading, choral read-
ing, partner reading, and reader’s theater.

*Use Repeated Readings of One Text: Repeated readings has long been recognized as an ex-
cellent way to help students achieve fluency. It has been shown to increase reading rate and accu-
racy and transfer to new texts. The student’s reading is timed and feedback is given based on word
accuracy and number of words read correctly per minute. The student then practices with the
text until ready for another timed reading.

*Cue Phrase Boundaries in Text: One of the characteristics of proficient readers is the ability
to group words together in meaningful units. Students who are having trouble with comprehension
may not be putting words together in meaningful phrases or chunks as they read. Their oral read-
ing is characterized by choppy, word-by-word delivery that impedes comprehension. One way to
help is the use of phrase-cued texts in which the natural boundaries are made on the passage. Stu-
dents practice with the marked passage, then read the same passage unmarked.

*Provide Students with Easy Reading Materials: Students need an enormous amount of indi-
vidualized reading practice in materials that are not too difficult. The materials should be at the
student’s independent or instructional level, not at the frustration level. Provide time in class for
students to read independently or with partners, and also assign books to read at home daily.

¢ Give an overview of the story for students to use as they construct meaning when they
read the text
¢ Introduce new text structures or unusual language to support meaning-making during
reading
e Demonstrate phrased, fluent reading by reading a sentence or page with the children

* Independent Reading
o Explicitly focus attention on a particular aspect of text that can support students’ fluent
reading
o Explicitly demonstrate and give students time to practice using text layout, punctuation, or
phrase units
